REGULAR BOARD MEETING

June 9, 2008



The meeting of the Newton Township Board was called to order at 7:02pm on Tuesday, June 9, 2008.  Those in attendance were Supervisor Jeff Adams, Clerk Mary Aldrich, Treasurer Shirley Clutter, and Trustee Carl Laupp.

The agenda was approved.

Public Comment:  Russ Clutter had information from the Calhoun County Road Commission on the need of repair to 7 Mile Rd between Boyd Rd and H Drive S.  There was discussion on having a meeting with a representative of the Road Commission and a Township Committee to review the conditions of the roads in Newton Township and what can be done to repair them. There was a question from Mr. Mowery on what was the progress of a Cell Tower being constructed in Newton Township. The company interested in doing so requested a copy of the Zoning Ordinance for the Township, and since the Ordinance didn’t allow it in the area they were looking at, there has been no further contact from them.  Special guest Julie Camp addressed the Board and residents with her announcement of running for the office of Calhoun County Commissioner.
